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1.Teams must be a minimum of three, maximum of six people.

2.Every team must have a designated captain who must be18
years or older. And that captain will be in charge of a mobile
device.

3.There are two divisions, the hardouts who want to go as fast as
they can and will race the clock and the family/friend teams who
just want to complete the race. All entrants must proceed on
foot only for the entire race.

4.Times will be taken at start and finish.

5.A number of prizes will be awarded in both categories. Please
note that there will be no fastest time prize for the family
/friends teams.

6.All prize allocations within teams are the responsibility of the
teams and their captains.

7.All members must be present for the start at the Tairua Hall
Annex, at each check in and at the finish. Start time is any time
from 1.00pm to 2.00pm Friday 26th January 2024.

8.Teams will collect their start envelope, follow the directions
within, then check in for their next envelope until they have
completed the race. The race takes place entirely within Tairua.
A cell phone will be needed to record pictures and other
evidence, recorded with pen and paper, will be needed.

9.All teams must have returned to the start point by 4.15pm to be
eligible for prizes.

10.Teams must be all present at the prize giving at the Hall Annex
at 4.30pm Friday 26th January to collect their prizes unless there
are special circumstances.

11.Safety is important, each team is responsible for ensuring that
any road crossings are carried out safely and other traffic and
property of any kind is respected.
